3. A one-page abbreviated CV
No additional information, offprints, articles or books should be submitted with your application.
Your referee should submit his/her reference, which must be not longer than one page, by email to grants@paul-mellon-centre.ac.uk 

Please note that it is your responsibility to ensure your referee submits his/her reference to us by the closing date for applications. We receive a large number of applications and are unable to contact your referee on your behalf.
Candidates will receive an acknowledgement within seven days of the application’s receipt and will be informed in writing of the Advisory Council’s decision not later than three weeks after the Council’s meeting in October (for September deadline). Please note that the Centre is unable to notify applicants of award outcome by telephone or via email, or to enter into discussion of the Council’s decisions.
