To support scholarship in the field of British art and architectural history and to disseminate knowledge through publications, exhibitions and education, the Paul Mellon Centre for Studies in British Art offers a variety of fellowships and grants. The Centre’s remit does not cover contemporary fine arts, archaeology, the current practice of architecture or the performing arts.
Curatorial Research Grants are offered annually. They are normally made to enable an institution to appoint a Research Curator to undertake research for a particular exhibition or installation of British art, or to undertake a specific cataloguing project. In some instances a grant may be made to an institution to provide staff in lieu of a curator who wishes to take leave from other curatorial duties to undertake research for an exhibition or cataloguing project. Awards will not exceed £20,000 per annum for up to three years. The Centre does not pay full economic costs. Only one Curatorial Research Grant application per institution will be considered each year.
Outcomes: The institution must provide details of the expected outcomes of the project. This might be an exhibition and/or exhibition catalogue or a printed or on-line catalogue of part of a collection. The institution should give details of any financial support already in place or funding expected or being sought from other sources. 
Application Procedure

The application should consist of the following pages only:

1. The one-page cover sheet

2. In not more than two pages, an outline of the proposed project and the expected/intended outcomes, with a timetable. The duties/responsibilities of the Research Curator and details of financial support already realised or being sought
3. A one-page abbreviated CV of the Research Curator (if known) or a draft job description if the post is to be advertised
No additional information, offprints, articles or books should be submitted with the application.

The two referees should submit their references, which must be no longer than one page each, by email to grants@paul-mellon-centre.ac.uk 

Please note that it is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure the referees submit references to us by the closing date for applications. We receive a large number of applications and are unable to contact referees on the applicant’s behalf.

Acknowledgement

We will acknowledge the application within seven days of its receipt and we will notify you in writing of the Advisory Council’s decision not later than three weeks after the Council’s meeting in October/November.
Please note that the Centre is unable to notify award decisions by telephone or via email, or to enter into any discussion of the Council’s decisions.
